Are you sure you want to 

 celebrate Chanukah this year? 
  

Of course, the answer is yes. Chanukah is a lovely 

winter Festival of Lights when we gather with family, 

appreciate the joy of community with gifts and tradi-

tional foods, and light candles and sing songs to warm 

up the long winter nights. 

  

Chanukah is a thoroughly modern holiday. It is our 

answer to the question of how we can remain Jewish 

but still be involved in the general cheer around us in 

America at this time of year. 

  

As children, the story of Chanukah we learned was 

that in 168 BCE the Syrians defiled the Temple in Je-

rusalem and outlawed Judaism. A small band of Jew-

ish rebels, the Maccabees, fought against all odds to 

reclaim the Temple and clear away the idols, and mi-

raculously lit the great menorah for 8 nights with only 

1 nights’ worth of oil.  

  

The reality of social history at the time were some-

what more complicated, and actually much more in-

teresting for us as modern Jews. The Maccabees  

weren’t fighting exclusively against the Syrians. Much 

of their struggle was against their fellow Jews who 

saw value in many of the ideals of Syrian Helleniza-

tion – a universalizing progressive ideology in the an-

cient world. 

  

These ‘accomodationist’ Jews wanted to remain Jew-

ish while at the same time living as equals among 

their neighbors and taking part in the Hellenized cul-

ture around them. They wanted to keep some features 

of Judaism, and change or retire other customs. The 

Maccabees, the enemies of these Hellenizing Jews, 

were religious fundamentalists – they did not want 

Judaism to change at all in response to outside cultural 

influences. They sought to stop their Jewish co-

religionists from accommodating Judaism to the world 

around it. Officially speaking, Chanukah celebrates 

the Maccabees’ victory. But if we had been there, we 

as modern Conservative Jews -- would we really have 

agreed with the Maccabees or with the Hellenizers? 

  

It is a fine line to walk – and a question we must ask 

ourselves every day. As modern Jews we seek to share 

in the gifts of contemporary culture while at the same 

time maintaining a strong and proud Jewish identity. 

The story of the miracle of the oil is nice, but the true 

miracle of Chanukah is how deeply its historical story 

reflects our lives as modern Conservative Jews.

Rededicating Ourselves  

to Chanukah 
   

Our halls are not decked.  Our bells don’t jingle.  Yet, 

Jewish families are unwittingly tossed into the fray of the 

December holiday season.  At a recent trip to Target, 

amidst the five aisles of Christmas-related products, I 

spotted one stand promoting Chanukah.  While the stand 

attractively showcased a dozen Chanukiyot, if one needed 

Chanukah candles to fit in the Chanukiyah, one would be 

out of luck. 

 

While Chanukah, in my humble opinion, has been elevat-

ed to “Jewish alternative to Christmas” status by the re-

tail community, the Sages considered Chanukah a very 

minor Jewish holiday.  After all, the book of the Macca-

bees, illustrating the “great miracle (that) happened 

there”, was not included among the 24 books of the 

TaNaKh.  However, many concepts around Chanukah 

make its celebration worthwhile, even putting aside pre-

sents, dreidels and latkes!    Without further ado, I present 

my “Top 8 Value-Added Chanukah List”: 

 

1.  The most joyous musical service, the Hallel service, is 

chanted every day during Chanukah.  We are imitating 

the recitation during Sukkot, since the original Chanukah  

was the belated celebration of the Sukkot harvest once the 

Temple has been cleansed.  

 

2.  When Rosh Chodesh Tevet coincides with Shabbat, we 

have the rare opportunity to read from three Torahs: the 

weekly parasha, a reading for Chanukah, and the tradi-

tional Rosh Chodesh reading.   

 

3.  The name “Maccabee” has a connection to the Torah 

and our daily liturgy.  While the letters translate in He-

brew to “hammer”, if you take the letters as an acronym, 

you get “Mi Chamocha Ba’eilim Adonai” (“Who is like 

You among the gods, Adonai”?), the familiar prayer 

wrapped inside the Song of the Sea, celebrating the Israel-

ites’ escape from slavery in Egypt.  

 

4.  Two of the most famous Rabbinic minds, Hillel and 

Shammai, had a machloket (debate) over the way the Cha-

nukah candles should be lit.  Beit Shammai argued that we 

diminish light each day of Chanukah, starting with eight 

and decreasing to one.  This practice mirrored the de-

creasing number of sacrifices over each day of Sukkot.  

Beit Hillel, alternatively, advocated the new accepted 

practice of lighting one candle on the first night, and in-

creasing the light each night. Beit Hillel’s rule can be 

traced to the Talmudic dictum: one increases things of 

holiness, and does not decrease them. [Shabbat 21a] .  

“Chanukah” can also be an acronym for “chet neirot v’ha-

lakha k’veit Hillel” (8 candles according to the law of the 

House of Hillel).  

 

5.  The collection of Chanukah music is more vast than 

any other Jewish holiday.  While ancient hymns like 

“Maoz Tzur” and “Haneirot Hallalu” have endured 

through the years, children may be more familiar with “O 

Chanukah”, S’vivon Sov Sov Sov, and of course “I Have a 

Little Dreidel”.  I enjoy teaching children the rollicking 

Ladino standard “Ocho Kandelikas”.    If classical music 

satisfies your tastes, a performance of Handel’s oratorio 

“Judas Maccabeus” can usually be found in the greater 

Boston area.  And those with a folk bent might appreciate 

“Light One Candle”, penned by Peter Yarrow of Peter, 

Paul and Mary.   For those who request it, I can make a 

copy of the wonderful “Spirit of Chanukah” CD from the 

Cantors’ Assembly and United Synagogue.  And here’s a 

freebie: A link to the Maccabeats video for their popular 

parody, “Candlelights” www.youtube.com/watch?

v=qSJCSR4MuhU 

 

6.  Like Passover, Chanukah celebrates our liberation 

from oppression and provides the strongest argument in 

favor of freedom of religion.    Nearly 250 years after the 

Maccabean revolt, the Jewish historian Flavius Josephus 

wrote of a “Festival of Lights”, comparing Jews’ new-

found freedom with the symbolic power of light.  More 

recently, the holiday of Chanukah, with its positive por-

trayal of the Jewish fighter, spoke to the reality of the ear-

ly Zionists who felt particularly connected to the message 

of freedom and liberty. 

 

7.  Public schools often add Chanukah to their holiday 

celebrations.  While the effort might be token, I invite stu-

dents to embrace their Jewish identity and use the oppor-

tunity to educate their classmates about the significance of 

Chanukah.    

 

8.  This year, Chanukah coincides with December 25th, so 

Jews have a unique opportunity to be joyful along with 

everyone else.  Toward that end, please join us for a night 

of celebration on Saturday, December 24th.  In addition to 

the “Iron Chef:Latke” , we will have a dairy dinner, 

dreidel gambling games, and so much more. 

 

I hope that something on this list might motivate you to 

rededicate your ritual practice to include Chanukah, be-

yond the presents and gelt.
