Torah the Explorah!  
 

"These are the precepts whose fruits a person en-

joys in This World...They are: Honoring your fa-

ther and mother, doing acts of kindness, early at-

tendance at the house of study morning and even-

ing, hospitality to guests, visiting the sick, provid-

ing for a bride, escorting the dead, absorption in 

prayer, bringing peace among people...and the 

study of Torah is equivalent to them 

all."   (Talmud, Shabbos 127a)  

 

"V'zot HaTorah asher sam Moshe lifnei v'nei Yis-

raeil al pi Adonai b'yad Moshe." 

 

This is the Torah that Moses set before the people 

Israel:  The Torah, given by G-d, through Moses' 

hand. (Torah service liturgy)  

 

The first passage above appears in our daily liturgy, 

serving as a constant reminder of the powerful 

mitzvah of Talmud Torah, learning Torah.    On 

Shabbat, after our wonderful lunch, Rabbi Zuker 

navigating our journey through the weekly para-

shah in great depth.  This impromptu monthy chev-

rutah amasses insights far greater than our individ-

ual minds can fathom, and we are blessed to have 

such an accomplished educator to lead the way.   

 

We sing the second passage each time the Hagbah 

lifts the Seifer Torah, displaying columns of text 

inside the scroll.  The Hagbah turns the Torah to-

ward the congregation, so that each person can 

symbolically share in the experience of reading To-

rah.  Many congregants have the minhag (custom) 

of lifting their tzitzit in one hand, employing a fin-

ger as a makeshift yad, as if to underscore this leyn-

ing invitation. 

 

So, I posit--what if this symbolic custom came to 

fruition?  In other words, what if the ability and op-

portunity to chant from the Torah were offered to 

EVERYONE?    Beginning Wednesday, January 

4th and for the next five weeks, this offer becomes 

reality!  

 

 

Each Wednesday, from 6-7:30 pm, I will teach the 

origin and function of Cantillation, or trope, the 

shapes, contours and melodies of the various trope 

marks, and provide ample passages to practice.  I 

will email weekly recordings to the class, and can 

make CDs available upon request.  

 

I begin the class by reviewing  Hebrew pronuncia-

tion techniques, so that we can all be on the same 

page (literally!) with our cherished texts.   If you 

respond to that statement in your mind with "I can 

already read Hebrew," please ask yourself these 

questions.  "Have you ever wondered why there is a 

dot inside a Mem or Taf when the letter does not 

change pronunciation?...Or does it?"  "Why is a kaf 

& lamed with the "ah" vowel under it pronounced 

"kol"?   We will address these questions (and those 

you pose), and you will come away mastering the 

difference between a short and long vowel, the role 

of the sh'va, thereby building your confidence as an 

expert Hebrew decoder.   

 

If you cannot commit to all six classes, just come to 

the ones (or portions) you can.  There will always 

be something fresh to learn, and I can send record-

ings of the previous week's work.  If you can al-

ready chant from the Torah, but gloss over a couple 

forgotten trope marks, leave word and I will inform 

you which weeks we will target those trope marks.  

 

Of course, the end goal is to build a cadre of confi-

dent, talented Torah readers to assist with Monday, 

Thursday and Rosh Hodesh minyans, weekly 

parshiyot on Shabbat, and various holiday reading 

opportunities.  Remember that we sing, "Eitz Cha-

yim hi...It is a Tree of Life to those who hold fast to 

it, and all of its supporters are happy".  Let me help 

you hold fast to the Torah tree through an ancient 

(9th century) discipline, and we will build a congre-

gation of happy supporters to its branches.  With 

practice you will even earn a Yad of your own!!!

2011 Menôs Club Auction : Thanks to our Business Donors 

 A HOLOCAUST CHANUKAH  

 
Shoah is the Hebrew word for "disaster." It is the term used to describe the conflagration that swept up six million Jewish 
souls between 1938 and 1945. A war was waged against the Jews in which unspeakable atrocities were perpetrated 
against a defenseless people. Men and women, young and old alike, were butchered at the hands of the accursed Nazis, 
may their name be eradicated for all time. Every year, on Yom HaShoah, we remember the martyrs who sanctified the 
name of G-d in the camps, the ghettos, and in the gas chambers.  
A story is told of a unique Chanukah in Aushwitz. It was December, and a group of Jews in Aushwitz desired greatly to 
have a candle lit on the upcoming holiday. Obviously, there was no way the Germans would allow this to happen, and 
candles were impossible to come by in the camp. However, this did not deter these Jews. They saved small portions of 
fatty butter every day until they had enough to make a small candle. On the eve of Chanukah, they gathered in secret, a 
group of emaciated bodies who had given up their sole sustenance, around one rabbi. The rabbi then made the three 
blessings that one recites on the candles the first night of Chanukah. After the blessings were made and the candle was 
lit, one of the assembled approached the rabbi and asked "How could you make the third blessing? In the third blessing, 
we thank Hashem for bringing us to this day! How can we thank G-d for bringing us to this day while we are standing 
amidst horrors, death, and torture! Aren't the dead better off than those alive?  
The rabbi responded that he too questioned as to whether this blessing should be made. "However," he said, "when I 
looked around at the assembled crowd, I saw the glow on everyone's face, and I perceived that faith was burning bright in 
their hearts. I therefore had to bless Hashem, for allowing me to live to see this assembly of martyrs who sanctify the 
name of G-d in public, who keep their faith amidst the flames."  
 
All members of Temple Ner Tamid will be receiving a Yom HaShoah candle.  
It will be delivered between March and April.  Please light this candle on  
Sunday evening, April 18, 2012, the eve of 27 Nisan 5772.

Every Thursday from 12:00 ς 1:30PM 
with Rabbi Zuker 

Every year we read our timeless Torah text in  
parshayot, often moving through many interesting 
stories in a single week.  In this on-going series, 
we will begin with “In the Beginning” and read the 
Torah at our own pace.  As we read, we will stop 
to reflect and discuss, picking up each week where 
we left off the week before.  We will use several 
English translations to see different interpreta-
tions of the text.
