Ufros Aleinu Sukkat Sh'lomecha  

                            (Hashkiveinu prayer, daily liturgy)  

Spread over us the SUKKAH of Your peace.   
 

As we approach "HeChag" (THE holiday), otherwise 

known as Sukkot, my mind keeps constructing this im-

age of a gigantic Sukkah, or an all-inclusive tent, if you 

will.  While this Sukkah will have the requisite 2 1/2 

sides, the open sections will reach out to our own con-

gregation, potential new members, unafilliated commu-

nity members, local collegians, and those in need.  The 

decorations on each side will represent one of the three 

pillars on which the world stands, according to Pirkei 

Avot 1:2 (Ethics of our Ancestors):  Torah, Avodah 

(worship) and G'milut Chasadim (acts of lovingkind-

ness).  I would like to offer my thoughts on each themat-

ic decorative wall, in reverse order.    
 

Of course, acts of G'milut Chassadim take place con-

stantly at Temple Ner Tamid.   From those who volun-

teer countless hours toward the upkeep of the syna-

gogue, to the charitable fundraising efforts of our Sister-

hood and Men's Club, to the tireless efforts on behalf of 

the Food Bank, our congregation is historically steeped 

in acts of lovingkindness.  That being said, there is al-

ways room to increase these selfless acts.  On Kol Nidrei 

night, Scott Feinstein made a passionate plea for our 

community to make a time commitment for the various 

"Mitzvah projects" of Temple Ner Tamid.  I urge you to 

sign up for at least one; and if we all do, we can fill the 

imaginary sukkah wall, or in Hebrew terms, "Mitzvah 

goreret mitzvah" (One mitzvah leads to another).     
 

There are many ways to design the avodah, or worship 

wall, in our hypothetical sukkah.  Based on the com-

ments supplied on Post-Its this past January, Rabbi Zu-

ker and I have been wrapping our minds around ways to 

make Shabbat and holiday services shorter, without sac-

rificing  liturgical content.  Many of you probably noted 

the additional English readings that peppered our High 

Holiday Services.  In addition, I have begun to think 

"outside the box" about ways to bring additional musi-

cality to our services.  For example, I have been speak-

ing with members of our new teen Klezmer band about 

joining me at a "Klezmer Shabbat" on Friday night.  If 

any adults are proficient on guitar, I would love to speak 

to you about a monthly acoustic guitar-infused service.   

And both Rabbi Zuker and I are committed to creating 

more "teachable moments" in the service, so that we can 

learn from one another.   And I hope that many of you 

will come to at least one of the amazing Sukkot/Shemini 

Atzeret/Simchat Torah services at Temple Ner Tamid.  

Even if you can only come on the Shabbat Chol HaMo-

ed, you still get a full Hallel!   
 

Finally, we come to Torah.  For the past two years, I 

have basically read every weekly Torah portion, unless a 

Bar/Bat Mitzvah family took the readings, or congre-

gants made a special request.  Now, while I will still 

handle every reading not taken by others, we are chal-

lenging our congregation to learn trope, practice trope, 

and have many "at-bats" for Torah reading.  You have 

probably heard about our Yad Shel Chai, a special Yad 

(Torah pointer) that will be presented to anyone who ac-

crues 18 Torah aliyot (readings) over time.   Those who 

read four times will be official members of our "Yad 

Squad" (pardon me if 1968 images of Clarence Williams 

III, Peggy Lipton and Michael Cole spring to mind).  

Todah rabbah to Mark Rudin for commandeering this 

program.   In addition, I will be offering mini-classes on 

Torah trope this Fall (stay tuned...).  This is an oppor-

tunity to learn about the etymology, thought behind, and 

role of cantillation (trope), touch up on those marks you 

never learned or forgot, or even fill your tabula rasa with 

trope melodies.  And Rabbi Zuker has created a calendar 

chart, inviting Torah readers to sign up for weekdays and 

Shabbatot.  I will happily share the mitzvah of reading 

Torah to our Yad Squad-ers, one-timers, and especially 
our Yad Shel Chai-ers.   
 

I look forward to welcoming you into our real Sukkah, 

and perhaps we can take a few decorating tips from our 

imaginary big-tent Sukkah.   

May this "decorating" process be a path to peace, in our 

congregation, local community, and the entire world.
